A pedestrian 'corridor' of minimum 2/3 footpath width or 1200
(whichever is the greater) shall remain at existing footpath grade.
A straight grade between the lowered kerb and existing building
line levels may be permitted for footpath less than 1.8m.

Excavate to necessary depths and grades and compact subgrade
to 95% relative compaction. Any soft, wet or otherwise unstable
sub-grade material shall be removed and replace with 20 nominal
size Class 2 compacted crushed rock compacted to 97%
characteristic density ratio.

Hot mix asphalt shall be Type N Class 170 (unless specified
otherwise) and shall comply with VicRoads Standard Section 407 -
Hot Mix Asphalt. Where Warm Mix Asphalt is approved for use,
asphalt pavements shall be in accordance with VicRoads Standard
Section 409 and Section 407.
